From I-94 east of Valley City
• Take exit 294 and turn right into Valley City. 
• Turn right after Brothers III gas station onto 5th Avenue NE.
• Proceed under the Highline train bridge, over the Sheyenne 
River, and over the railroad tracks. 
• Immediately turn left onto County Hwy 19. Stay on paved Co. 
Hwy 19 past Bald Hill Dam. 
• Wesley Acres is 8 miles north of the dam halfway down the hill 
on the left side of the road.

From I-94 west of Valley City
• Take exit 283 and turn left onto ND Hwy 1. 
• Proceed north for 12 miles.
• Turn right onto Co. Hwy 10 (24th Street) just as you approach 
the Rogers Elevator on your left.
