Beresford Zion UMC is invesƟ ng in Pastor KaƟ e Ricke by equipping her with the knowledge 
and skills to lead the church into the future. They have supported her as she learns to lead in the 
administraƟ ve aspects of a church, such as fundraising, organizaƟ onal leadership, human resources, 
and meeƟ ng the demands of a growing church.
